Although the Farm Bill enhanced Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program {SNAP) program integrity, it missed an
opportunity to close loopholes that trap Americans in poverty.

The Administration’s new proposed rule includes commonsense measures that update the criteria States use to waive
work requirements for able-bodied adults without dependents.

. In 2016, almost 2.8 million Americans on the SNAP rolls were able-bodied adults, without dependents, who were

not working.
. With unemployment at a generational low, SNAP recipients who can work should.

The proposed rule will end the shameful practice of exemption hoarding that allowed States like California to bank
hundreds of thousands of waivers over the years.

Asignificant portion of SNAP participants are children, elderly, or disabled, and we want to ensure they have access to
the food they need.

While a permanent legislative solution would be preferred, the proposed rule represents important reforms to SNAP
and is projected to save taxpayers $15 billion over ten years.
